Merrimack Policies to be Aware of:
1.  PARKING

The parking lot at Merrimack has 500 parking spaces.  Practices and games held on fields 8, 9, and 10, are a problem with people parking in the "turn" around the north end closest to fields 9 and 10.  This turn area is very small and barely wide enough for 2 cars to pass each other.  This is intended as a pass through and "is not" marked for parking.  When people park in this turn, due to "convenience," it cuts traffic down to 1 lane and puts the parked cars in danger of being "sideswiped."  
Therefore, it is illegal to park in the pass through turn area near fields 9 and 10.  The City of Huntsville and the Merrimack Staff have the authority to have these automobiles ticketed by HPD, and/or towed at the owner's expense. 

Also, the City of Huntsville and Merrimack is not responsible for any accidents caused due to being illegally parked.  We understand that it may be "inconvenient" for patrons to drive around and 
find a designated parking space, but it is required, and will be enforced. 

2. BIKES, SKATEBOARDS, SCOOTERS, ETC.
Scooters, Razors, Skateboards, Skates, Inline Skates, Bicycles, and other toys designed to be used by children in the parking lots, are "Not Allowed" on the property at Merrimack, or any other City Park. Please advise all patrons to have the children to leave these toys at home.  This is a City of Huntsville Park Rule for all City Parks. Use of these items is potentially very dangerous to the kids due to the heavy vehicle traffic in the park.  We want to keep your children as safe as possible. 

3. WEEKEND OPERATING HOURS
